Rule: ‘ki” and ‘i’ are words that can be used in a variety of ways in te reo
Maori. They are often used before the object or goal of a sentence, and
it is important for you to distinguish which of the two words is used
after a particular verb. When ‘ki” is after a verb in a locative sentence, it
usually means [to, towards or in the direction of something]. Whereas ‘’
is used to mark the object or goal of the sentence.

In a locative sentence you only use ‘te/nga’ for object(s)
or things, not people. As the te/nga translates as the. As above the ‘@’
before Tane means Tane is the name of the person.
